The instructors, who are certified
Amateur Ski Instructors, are also 
members of EPSC clubs.

The program ranges in skill level
from never-ever skiers through
those making open parallel turns.
Skiers are grouped into classes
based on their ability level. Over the
six weeks, students progress in a
structured curriculum, building skills

and confidence from week to week.
(The popularity of the program has
grown steadily over the last several
years because of the high quality of
our instructors.)

Classes are at Spring Mountain
on six Monday nights beginning
on January 5, starting at 6:30pm.

The registration table, just inside the
front door of the lodge, is open at
5pm. Lift tickets and rentals are
offered at a discount (Last year was  
$12 lifts, $20 for lifts and rentals).
The lessons themselves are FREE!
Minimum age is 15; participants
must be an EPSC club member;
and "never ever" skiers can not be
accepted after the second week.
